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GENERAL NOTES

T. THE_CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL PROPOSED POLE LOCATIONS PRIDR TO
INSTALLATION.

2. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR TERMINATING ALL SIGNAL CABLE TO
THE APPROPRIATE TERMINALS AND PROPERLY LABELING EACH CABLE.

3. ALL UNUSED CABLE SHALL BE REMOVED AND DISPOSED OF BY THE CONTRACTOR.

4. UNDERGROUND UTILITIES SHOWN ON THESE PLANS ARE SCHEMATIC ONLY AND MAY NOT
BE COMPLETE. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR NOTIFYING “MISS
UTILITY  PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION SO THAT ALL UTILITIES MAY BE LOCATED IN THE
b s s T FIELD. IF THE CONTRACTOR PERCEIVES THAT A CONFLICT BETWEEN THE UTILITIES
I AND THE TRAFFIC SIGNAL WILL OCCUR, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY THE PROJECT
ENGINEER IMMEDIATELY SO THAT THE CONFLICT MAY BE RESOLVED.

5. ALL PEDESTAL FOUNDATION TOPS SHALL BE INSTALLED FLUSH WITH SIDEWALK GRADE.

6. LOCATION OF ACCESSIBLE PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL PUSHBUTTONS MUST MEET LOCATION
REQUIREMENTS OF MUTCD SECTION 4E.10, MUTCD FIGURES 4E—-3 AND 4E—-4, AND THE ,
NCHRP PUBLICATION, "ACCESSIBLE PEDESTRIAN SIGNALS: GUIDE TO BEST PRACTICE. "
IF NOT MET, THE CONTRACTOR IS TO STOP WORK ON PUSHBUTTON LOCATIONS UNTIL A
g%éé%ﬁ WAIVER IS OBTAINED, APPROVED BY THE DIRECTOR, OFFICE OF TRAFFIC AND
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A WHEELCHAIR REACHING LESS THAN 18" FROM A 60” X 60" LEVEL LANDING AREA
WITH A CROSS SLOPE OF LESS THAN OR EQUAL TO 2%.

8. THE 10’ SEPARATION BETWEEN PUSHBUTTONS IS TO BE MEASURED FROM FACE OF
PUSHBUTTON TO FACE OF PUSHBUTTON. NOT CENTER OF POLE TO CENTER OF POLE.
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
