6 CONSTRUCTION AT THE INTERSECTION OF MD 22 AND [-95 SOUTHBOUND TEMPQORARY OFF-RAMP AND

REMOVAL OF THE TEMPORARY TRAFFIC SIGNALS AT THE SQUTHBOUND AND NORTHBOUND OFF-RAMPS AT THE

COMPLETION OF CONSTRUCTION. MD 22 IS ASSUMED TO RUN IN AN EAST-WEST DIRECTION.

INTERSECTION OPERATION .

THE INTERSECTION WILL OPERATE IN A NEMA FOUR—PHASE. FULL-TRAFFIC-ACTUATED MODE WITH
"THE MD 22 APPROACHES OPERATING CONCURRENTLY AND THE [-95 SOUTHBOUND TEMPORARY OFF—-RAMP
APPROACH OPERATING ALONE. A LAG PHASE WILL BE PROVIDED FOR THE WESTBOUND MD 22 APPROACH.

CONTROLLER REQUIREMENTS

THE EXISTING POLE MOUNTED CABINET AND CONTROLLER WILL BE USED AT THE SOUTHBOUND OFF-RAMP.
