PEDESTRIAN PUSHBUTTON SYSTEMS. UPDATING TRAFFIC SIGNAL
HEADS TO LEDS, AND UPDATING SIGNAL DETECTION WITH VIDEO
DETECTION CAMERAS FOR THE EXISTING TRAFFIC SIGNAL AT MD 12
(SNOW HILL ROAD) AND COLLEGE AVENUE/BEAGLIN PARK DRIVE IN
SALISBURY. WICOMICO COUNTY. MARYLAND.

MD 12 IS ASSUMED TO RUN IN A NDRTH-SOUTH DIRECTION.

11. INTERSECTION OPERATION:

THE INTERSECTION OPERATES IN NEMA EIGHT PHASES, FULL TRAFFIC
ACTUATED MODE. THE MD 12 (SNOW HILL ROAD) APPROACHES SHALL
OPERATE CONCURRENTLY AS WILL THE COLLEGE AVENUE AND

BEAGL IN PARK DRIVE APPROACHES. MD 12 AND COLLEGE AVENUE
AND BEAGLIN PARK DRIVE LEFT TURN PHASES SHALL BE EXCLUSIVE
PERMISSIVE. AUDIBLE PEDESTRIAN PUSHBUTTON WITH COUNTDOWN
PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL ARE PROVIDE FOR EAST AND SOUTH LEGS OF THE
INTERSECTION.

THE EXISTING FULL TRAFFIC ACTUATED EIGHT PHASE TRAFFIC SIGNAL
CONTROLLER HOUSED IN A NEMA SIZE "6" BASE MOUNTED CABINET WILL BE
UTILIZED.

FOR MD 12 (SNOW HILL ROAD)
A. WHEN PEDESTRIAN LODCATES AND PRESSES PUSHBUTTON FOR AN
EXTENDED TIME, THE PUSHBUTTON UNIT WILL BE "
“WAIT TO CROSS SNOW HILL AT COLLEGE AND BEAGLIN PARK.
B. WHEN WALK PHASE BEGINS, THE MESSAGE WILL BE A RAPID TICK
WHICH WILL LAST FOR THE DURATION OF THE WALK PHASE.

FOR BEAGLIN PARK DRIVE
A. WHEN PEDESTRIAN LOCATES AND PRESSES PUSHBUTTON FOR AN
EXTENDED TIME. THE PUSHBUTTON UNIT WILL BE .
“WAIT TO CROSS BEAGLIN PARK AT SNOW HILL CROSSWALK ANGLES LEFT.
B. WHEN WALK PHASE BEGINS, THE MESSAGE WILL BE A RAPID TICK
