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Remove existing signal head and install 4 section signal head in same location.

(Note: Rewire with new 7 conductor cable and use 1/4" tether wire to tether 4 section signal heads).

 

Install overhead sign onto existing span wire as shown.

(Note: Use existing 7 conductor cable and tether signal head with 1/4" tether wire).

 

Remove existing signal head and install 3 section signal head in same location.

(Note use existing 5 conductor cable)

 

Install ground mounted sign as shown.

All underground utilities shown on these plans are schematic

only and may not be complete. The contractor shall be responsible

for notifying "MISS UTILITY" prior to construction so that all

utilities may be located in the field.
