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Recent Accomplishments
1. Placed concrete traffic barrier wall along MD194 (York Street), north of the town square.

2. New sewer line has been installed across the Taneytown square (intersection of MD140 and MD194).

Upcoming work schedule:

1. Crews will continue to construct sidewalk along MD 140.

2. Stormwater management improvements and new sanitary sewer line installation will continue along MD194.

3. Crews will continue to install storm drains along MD140

4. Install new water main and fire hydrants along MD140.

5. Westbound traffic along MD 140 through Taneytown will be shifted to the eastbound lane to allow crews to begin construction on the westbound side of MD 140.
