program which aims to enhance the entrance into the
Glen Burnie Town Center.

e The design of the project was initiated in 2006 and
was placed on hold in 2007 due to funding
constraints.

e Recently, design funding was allocated and SHA
continues with the design to comply with the new
regulations (bicycle, stormwater).

Presentation Notes
The land use along the project corridor is mostly residential, some commercial and a high school. The residential areas are single family houses can be found through out the project limit. The commercial areas (include car dealers, body shops, convenience stores, restaurants, gas station) concentrated at the beginning and end of the project limit. Glen Burnie High School is located at the middle of the project limit.  
 
MD 648 is an urban minor arterial with posted speed limit 30 mph.  Existing roadway includes generally a two lane travel lanes with turn lanes at Kuethe Road, Glen Road, Amberly Road/Harding Road and Pillsbury Place intersections. There are also intermittent on street parking on both sides of the road way.

Presentation Notes
There is existing sidewalk along the southbound of MD 648 while along the northbound of MD 648 the sidewalk is located between Kuethe Road and Amberly Road only.
This project will connect sidewalk within project limits to improve safety and connectivity, upgrade all existing sidewalk to be ADA compliant and at least 5 feet wide and provide curb and gutter.  Sidewalk ramps and driveway entrances will be upgraded with proper width, grade and slope.

- There is no designated bicycle lane on MD 648 at the existing condition, bicyclists use sidewalk and shoulder.

- The proposed design will provide bicycle accommodation within the project limit. A designated bike lane of 4-5 feet wide will be provide along both sides of the roadway for most part of the project limit. At the certain part of the project limit, designated bike lane can not be provided to bicyclists to avoid destructive impacts to adjacent properties.  Bicyclist has to share the road with vehicular traffic.
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What are we doing ...

- Scope (cont’d)

* Improve the drainage system, and provide storm
water management facilities

* Traffic signals, signage, and pavement markings

* Landscaping and aesthetics improvements

e Utility relocations as necessary
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Presentation Notes
Raised curb and gutter to direct storm water along clear flow line towards inlets connecting to storm drain system, Upgrade drainage system to treat 10 year storm, the proposed SWM system will have facilities on to treat the stormwater, including micro bio-retentions and bio-swales.

- Replace or relocate existing signage to provide proper guidance to road users during and after the construction.

- Pavement markings provided to outline the usage of travel lanes and bike lane.
