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Recent Accomplishments

1. Resurfacing on MD 140 between the intersection of MD 140 and MD 194 and Harney Road, first layer of pavement.

2. Pour concrete for sidewalk and driveway aprons along MD 194.
3. Excavating and placing stone along MD 140 from the railroad tracks to the intersection of MD 140 and MD 194 in preparation for new curb and gutter.

4. Spreading topsoil and permanent seeding along MD 194 in the storm water management pond north of project.
Upcoming work schedule:

1. Continue placing final layer of asphalt along MD 140 between the railroad tracks and the roundabout on MD 140 at MD 832.

2. Excavate and lay stone along MD 140 from the railroad tracks to the town square in the eastbound lane in preparation of paving.
3. Install electrical conduit along MD 140 between railroad crossing and town square.
4. Pour concrete for sidewalk and driveway aprons at various locations throughout project limits.
