The project is for the remediation, enhancement, and warranty of various highway 

stormwater management facilities and drainage assets located throughout 

Allegany, Garrett, and Washington counties.  The scope includes the design, 

construction and all activities associated with the warranty period, necessary 

to improve the safety, performance, function, and sustainability of each site.

In accordance with State Finance and Procurement Title 13 of the Annotated Code 

of Maryland, no bid, performance or payment bonds are required for bids less 

than $100,000.00.  However, bids $100,000.00 and above will not be considered 

unless accompanied by a Certified Check, a Cashier's Check or a Treasurer's 

Check drawn upon a bank, or a Bid Bond payable to the State of Maryland, or 

Cash, or Trust Account, or pledge of United States backed Securities or State of 

Maryland Bonds.  Special procedures for submitting cash are outlined in COMAR 

21.06.07. 

   

Bid Security shall equal at least five percent (5%) of the total amount bid.  

Also, the successful proposer will be required to supply Payment and Performance 

Bonds for all Contracts in excess of $100,000.00.
