In 
accordance with the procedures under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, the 
recent public hearing provided an opportunity for input regarding historic and archeological 
resources. A number of considerations brought forward by the public, including safety, potential 
natural and community impacts, economic development factors, and travel efficiency, must be 
evaluated before a final decision is made. 

Your comments about the potential impact of the study corridors on the Folck’s Mill Battle Site, 
which as you provided has been added to the National Register of Historic Places, have been 
added to the project record. As part of the project planning process, every effort will continue to 
be made to avoid or minimize unavoidable impacts to environmental resources, including 
historic sites. The project is undergoing a Tier One National Environmental Policy Act analysis 
and Draft Environmental Impact Study for a corridor-level planning study only. This process 
evaluates generalized travel corridors at a planning level of detail within a bandwidth of 4,000 
feet for each corridor. Tier One provides a broad-brush analysis that considers major 
environmental factors at an early stage with the goal of selecting a corridor for further study. 
Please note that while each corridor is 4,000 feet wide, subsequent detailed engineering and 
environmental analyses will be completed during the next phase of the project (Tier Two) to 
provide build alternatives with reduced widths.
