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Recent Accomplishments

1. Place surface asphalt on MD 140 from the roundabout at MD 832 to the railroad tracks (both sides of road)

2. Pour concrete for sidewalk and driveway aprons on MD 140 on south side of street from intersection of MD 194 to the railroad tracks.

3. Apply first layer of asphalt on MD 140 from the railroad tracks to the town square. (MD 140 and MD 194)

4. Install new signs at various locations throughout project.
5. Installing new signals and upgrading existing signals with led lights.
Upcoming work schedule:

1. Finish placing surface asphalt on MD 140 between the railroad tracks and the circle at the east end of the project.

2. Placing surface asphalt along MD 140 from Church Street to near Harney Road in the west end of town.
3. Continue installing traffic signals and street lights along MD 140 from the railroad tracks to the square (MD 140 and MD 194 intersection)
4. Pour concrete for sidewalk and driveway aprons on MD 140 and 
MD 194.
5. Apply leveling course of pavement in the intersection of MD 140 and MD 194
