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Current Progress:
1.  Assembled and placed temporary bridge over MD 80 (picture top left).
2. Temporary roadway in the median has been paved.

3. Speed cameras in place on northbound and southbound I-270 from MD 80 to Bennett Creek bridge. The speed limit through the work zone is 55MPH.
Upcoming work schedule:
1. Shift traffic on the northbound I-270 onto the new temp bridge.
2. Begin placement of barrier wall and site clearing at Bennett Creek bridge.

3. Finish installing temporary lighting between MD 80 and Bennett Creek.

4. Excavate and place stone base for the temporary roadway in the median at Bennett Creek bridge.

5. Begin removal of bridge deck on northbound I-270 over MD 80.
