I-270 Bridge Deck Replacements
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Current Progress:
1.  All North Bound 270 traffic is utilizing the new temporary Bridge over Little Bennett Creek.
2. Began removing the asphalt from the exiting bridge deck over Little Bennett creek. (Picture top left)

3. Continue to place all Reinforcing Steel for the new bridge deck over MD 80 (picture bottom left)
4. Removal of the bridge deck over MD 80 on North Bound 270 is complete.
5. Temporary Light poles are installed within the project limits from Little Bennett Creek up to MD 80. 
6. Automated Speed Enforcement is in effect on both North and South bound 270 from MD 80 to Little Bennett Creek Bridge. The reduced Speed Limit is set at 55MPH.

Upcoming work schedule:
1. Excavation for retaining wall  270 North bound over MD 80.
2. Continue Removal of the existing bridge deck over Little Bennett Creek.

3. Concrete bridge deck pours at both bridges MD 80 and Little Bennett Creek.
4. NEW TRAFFIC PATTERNS ARE NOW IN EFFECT PLEASE USE CAUTION.
