I-270 Bridge Deck Replacements
Project Construction Update
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Current Progress:
1. We have just completed ½ of the new bridge deck (inside portion) over MD 80 along Southbound I-270.
2. Completed removal of the existing bridge deck over Little Bennett Creek on the southbound side I-270 (Picture top left)

3.  Structural Steel repairs including new bridge diaphragms were replaced as part of the re-decking of the concrete bridge, this work is  along the southbound I-270 at Little Bennett Creek. (picture bottom left)
4. We have excavated and replaced all the existing bridge approaches at full depth and will asphalt pave them early in the month of June. 
5. Traffic will switch onto the new inside portion of the bridge at MD 80. Only the exit ramp traffic will be affected for this traffic switch. (weather permitting)
6. Automated Speed Enforcement is in effect on both north and southbound I-270 from MD 80 to Little Bennett Creek Bridge. The reduced Speed Limit is set at 55MPH.
Upcoming work schedule:
1. Immediately after the ramp traffic switch at MD 80, we will remove the remaining portion of the bridge. (please see #3 below for MD 80 road closure)
2. Continue to rebuild the new bridge deck on southbound I-270 over MD 80 and over Little Bennett Creek. 
3. MD 80 WILL BE CLOSED AT THE 270 OVERPASS FROM 9PM-5AM SUNDAY-FRIDAY MORNING FOR REMOVAL OF THE EXISITING BRIDGE DECK. PLEASE FOLLOW THE SIGNED DETOUR ROUTE.
4. NEW TRAFFIC PATTERNS ARE NOW IN EFFECT PLEASE USE CAUTION.
